e Standard blood glucose meter - checks your
blood glucose levels at that moment using a
drop of blood

e Continuous glucose monitor (CGM) - checks your
blood glucose regularly day or night through a
sensor placed on your body

Here's how to use the blood

Before meals 80 to 130 mg/dL

1 or 2 hours after the
start of a meal

Less than 180 mg/dL

A1C Less than 7%

Setting your blood glucose goals

The table above lists blood glucose goals for many
nonpregnant adults with diabetes. You and your
diabetes care team will set the goals that are

right for you.

Knowing your A1C

The A1C test measures your estimated average
blood glucose levels over approximately 2-3 months.
It's like a “memory” of your blood glucose levels
over time. The table to the right shows how A1C
relates to the estimated average blood glucose
level.

Lowering your A1C to below 7% reduces your risk
of problems from diabetes. Therefore, the A1C
goal for many nonpregnant adults is less than 7%.

It is recommended that you get an A1C test:

e At least 2 times a year if your blood glucose
levels are at your goal

* 4 times a year if you are not meeting your goals
or if your treatment has changed

A1C levels Average blood glucose
(blood sugar)
5% 97 mg/dL
6% 126 mg/dL
7% 154 mg/dL
8% 183 mg/dL
9% 212 mg/dL
10% 240 mg/dL
11% 269 mg/dL
12% 298 mg/dL

Your blood glucose tracker

Diabetes changes over time. That is why your
treatment may also need to change over time.

The blood glucose tracker on the next page can
help you keep track of your diabetes medicines
and any changes in dosage and timing that
your doctor may tell you to make. It can also
help you keep track of how much mealtime
insulin you took and when you took it.

Your diabetes care team can provide you with
a blood glucose tracker and show you how to
use it. Or call 1-800-727-6500 to have a tracker

sent to you. o

EXAMPLE

glucose tracker

Write down the date for the start of the week.
(You can start tracking on any day of the week)

Write the name(s) and dose(s) of your non-insulin
diabetes medicine(s)

Write the time and your blood glucose readings
in the “before” and "“after” spaces. After-meal
readings are usually taken 1 to 2 hours after
you start your meal. Nighttime readings may be
taken during the night as needed

If you are counting carbs, write how many grams
of carbs you ate

If your doctor has told you to use mealtime
insulin when you eat, write your dose here

If your doctor has told you to use long-acting
insulin, write your dose and time(s) here. Long-
acting insulin is taken either once or twice a day

Add notes on anything else you might want to
track (such as blood pressure, activity, or weight)
